The range of equipment on offer includes disc golf discs, various 

types of clubs and balls, kick scooters, skateboards and roller skates with protective equipment. You 

can find the sports equipment rental shop at the Recycling Centre Likke premises in Limingantulli 

(Jääsalontie 16–18).
